Trials Classes at Lea Valley Land Rover Owners Club 2011
At LVLROC we like to keep things simple, so we only have 3 classes for trials. We have found that this works well for our Club. 

	Class One

This is a class for all vehicles which don’t fit into the other two classes. This is due to the fact that it is too modified.

Series vehicles with power steering or cut down chassis or bodies.
Coil sprung specials, space framed trials vehicles, cut down bodies, tray backs and vehicles with specialized suspension i.e. dislocating springs, cranked arms etc

All vehicles which are non Land Rover built, either standard or modified.

Engine/gearbox is open and can be fitted wherever you like.
	Class Two
This class is for all standard leaf sprung Land Rovers or any wheelbase and Series.

At LVLROC we class a standard Land Rover as one which can use aftermarket parts as long as they fit in a standard position and fit and work as the original part being replaced.

Front bumper must be fitted in the original position and be the same size.

Body must be complete, but wing clipping and flaring is OK.

Engine/gearbox is open in this class, but must be fitted in the original position.
	Class Three
This class is for all standard coil sprung Land Rovers of any wheelbase/model.

As class two, this class is base the same, aftermarket parts can be used as long as they fit and work the same as the part being replaced.

Front bumper must be fitted in the original position and be the same size.

Body must be complete but wing clipping and flaring is OK.

Engine/gearbox is open but must be fitted in the original position.




As from this season it has been noted that 100” Disco/Range Rover bobtails, with full body and 88” Series hybrids with full body will compete in class three.

Please note that no dumper tyres or maxi cross tyres are to be used in any class or any event.

Although it’s up to you to place your vehicle in the right class, the final decision is with the Chief Scrutineer and the committee, should a disagreement arise.
